home.)  Please be sure to set 
it up or hang it in your garage 
and let it dry out completely 
before you sweep it out, pack 
it up and bring it back.  
  There are a few reasons 
this is important.  The main 
reason being that if it is left 
packed up wet, it will begin to 
mold.  It will eventually start 
to rot.  The tent if wet, will 
also still be dirty inside since 
you canôt sweep dirt out of a 
wet tent.   If the tent starts to 
mold it will also start to stink, 

no one wants to sleep in a 

wet, moldy, stinky tent.   If 
the tent starts to rot or gets 
too moldy, it is ruined and we 
will have one less tent to use 
on the campouts.  
   Yes, I agree, itôs not a fun 
job.  Believe me I know, Iôve 
had to dry and clean many, 
many troop tentséé And I 
donôt even use them!  But, it 
needs to be done so the next 
campout will be as fun as the 
last.  

 

 

 This event is still in the planning 
stages.  We could stay in Santa 
Fe the last night and go out for a 
good meal after a week in the 
wilderness and get a good night 
sleep in a motel before traveling 
home the next day.  This, of 
course, would add to the overall 
cost of the event.  This event is 
one where the costs are all 
inclusive except for souvenir 
money and incidental personal 
expenses.  We estimate gas for 
all vehicles going; camp site 
fees, meals for all, the motel if 
we go that route and the special 
meal (call the Santa Fe motel 
and meal the "premium" 
package).  Thinking back on 
previous Pecos trips (if memory 
serves me) the cost had been 
about 150 per person for the 
premium package based on 
about 24 people attending.  The 
more that go the more the price 
goes down.   Estimated overall 
budget for the premium package 

would be about 3640.   This is 
estimated based on 24 people 
with 900 for gas (6 cars at 150 
each average), 700 for motel 
rooms based on 8 rooms, 300 for 
camp fees, 1200 for food for 
camp and backpacking food, 
$300 for supplies and 240 ($10 
per person) for the Santa Fe 
meal.  This is all speculative and 
will be discussed further in the 
meeting.  This makes the actual 
estimated cost $151.66.  This 
number changes with more or 
fewer people.  Costs for younger 
attendees would be adjusted 
based on actual costs.   
 Mark will have a short 
preliminary meeting to discuss 
the above and sign up this 
Monday night, the 24th, for all 
who are possibly interested in 
going.  We will require deposits 
of $50 for those interested in 

attending.   The balance of the 

costs would be due at the Court 
of Honor on June 28th.

Did you 
know that the Boy Scouts 
of America have 12 Core 
Values that are closely tied 
to the Scout Law?

Character can be defined 
as the collection of core 
values by an individual 
that leads to moral 
commitment and action. 

When it comes to 
developing character, the 
complete person must be 
considered. Character 
development involves at 
least three critical areas:  

1. Know (thought)  
2. Commit 

(feeling)  
3. Practice 

(behavior) 

Character development 
includes moral knowledgeð
both awareness and 
reasoning.  For example, we 
must understand what 
honesty means and be able 
to reason about and interpret 
each situation, and then 
decide how to apply the 
principles of honesty. 

Character development 
includes attention to moral 
motivation. We must be 
committed to doing what we 
know is right. We must be 
able to understand the 
perspectives of others, to 
consider how others feel, and 
to develop an active moral 
conscience. 

Character development 
includes the development of 
moral habits through guided 
practice. We need 
opportunities to practice the 
social and emotional skills 
necessary for doing what is

 right but difficult, and to 
experience the core values in 
their lives. 

Since its origin, the 
Scouting program has 
been an educational 
experience concerned with 
values. In 1910, the first 
activities for Scouts were 
designed to build 
character, physical fitness, 
practical skills, and 
service.   
 
I recently read two 
wonderful books by Jim 
Stovall that I believed 
encompasses the 12 Core 
Values quite well.  These 
two books are The 
Ultimate Gift and its 
sequel, The Ultimate Life.   
The Ultimate Gift was 
made into a movie in 
2007.     
 
The story revolves around 
trust fund baby Jason 
Stevens when he anticipates 
a big inheritance from his 
wealthy grandfatherôs death.   
Instead, his grandfather has 
devised a crash course on life 
with twelve tasks ï or ñgiftsò ï 
designed to challenge Jason 
in improbable ways, sending 
him on a journey of self-
discovery and forcing him to 
determine what is most 
important in life: money or 

happiness.  Jason must 

complete the 12 separate 
assignments within a year. 
Each assignment is centered 
on a "gift". Gifts of money, 
friends and learning are 
among the dozen that Jason 
must perform before he is 
eligible for the mysterious 
"Ultimate Gift" his 
grandfather's will has for him. 

 
A few years back, this little 
book started something very 
big. A message that 
prompted people to give to 
others, to connect with friends 
and family, and to help those 

in need like never before. 
Every one of us has powerful 
gifts to share.  The Ultimate 
Gift gives us the added 

inspiration, resources and 
opportunities of a full-fledged 
movement. Each day, the 
momentum grows and the 
impact widens, as The 
Ultimate Gift continues to 
inspire millions of others to 
share the gift and change the 
world. 
 
Over then next several 
months, I will be 
discussing these books 
and how each of the 
chapters relates to the 
Core Values of Scoutingé 
 
It is my hope that at the 
end of our journey, our 
characters will grow and 
we will inspire others along 
our journey.
